In response to this year's theme, we organized a "Come and See" vision-sharing
dinner for consultants and representatives from other organizations, collaborated
with external ones to develop educational materials on gender relationships, and
held a "VIP Exchange Meeting" to share ideas with mentors. Whether you participat-
ed or not, | encourage you to reflect on these questions with me:
